Myra House was designed as an ecologically sustainable and holistic place in organic creative environment. The place is also furnished with ceramic and carpentry studio. It has been built by putting into ecological principles that emphasize relations, interaction, and inter connection to all existing creatures toward an alternative life style that will bring healing, caring and transforming in our life. The house is surrounded by three sides of gardens where variety of fruit trees are planted. Citrus, Stone Fruit trees and Vines. Herbs, vegetables and water gardens are also integrated along with the chicken barn. Composting is part of daily routine that produces humus- a rich, dark, soil-like material that enriches gardens from kitchen and yard waste.  Its’ electricity is generating from solar photovoltaic panels on the roof of solarium and shower water is heated in a nearby solar water tank.  A recycling water system is installed for the plants in order to minimize wasting water.
