Prayer for Reconciliation at Myra House

Every Sunday 8:00pm
You are cordially invited to the Open Compline which will be a meditative prayer, composed of Repetitive songs, Story sharing (two people max.), Scriptural reading, 12 minutes of silent meditation, and the Lord’s Prayer.  

Compline, in Latin, means not only completion but also new beginning. New beginnings in our lives are not possible without full reconciliation. We hope to foster a sense of perfect peace in the 12 minutes of silent meditation as number 12 symbolizes perfection; and in our relationship with God and humanity and our earth by embracing God’s healing power and affection as we pray centered on the following themes of Reconciliation:

1. (Inter-personal Reconciliation) To reconcile relationships that have been broken by emotional, psychological and physical wounds from racial animosity, ethnic prejudice, social injustice, and other conflicts. We seek forgiveness, repentance and commitment to restoring shalom with one another. 
2. (Inner-personal Reconciliation) To reconcile with yourself as you may be living with fear, anger, despair, bitterness and feelings of worthlessness caused by conflicts, abuse and intolerance within a family and/or community. We seek recognition that each human being reflects beauty, overflowing value, and uniqueness.
 3. (Intra-personal Reconciliation) To reconcile our relationship with our earth that has been broken due to the vicious cycle of ecological injustice and environmental degradation. We seek to restore shalom among all of creation.  
“Prayer is a serene force at work within human beings, stirring them up, changing their hearts, never allowing them to close their eyes in the face of evil, of wars, of all that threatens the innocent of this world.
