The Myra House has been surviving with monthly residents’ contribution, the Sohns’
part-time salaries, and occasional good will support from retreatants. After all, one option
was in giving up the Myra House property and closing this family-center ministry due to
increasing annual debts. However, our faithfulness has been reassured whenever we
witness young adults experience life changing moments and clarity for their future
direction during their staying at this contemplative, earth friendly environment.

We have looked for new paths as we long for more self sufficient financially, without
depending on donations or grants. As a result, “ecoterra” has emerged and we have been
working hard to establish this outreach project by seeking fair trade products, supporting
local farmers, providing organically grown foods. Ecoterra also promote integrative
medicine which main ingredients are extracted from mineral-rich produce, organic grains
and fruits. We also hope “ecoterra” may enrich Myra House to be a holistic model of
faith community. Residents can be nurtured by first-hand experience engaging with the
local people’s need by working at “ecoterra” where wellbeing of local community is
focused and co-op living at Myra House where organic produce can be harvested. Your
prayers and encouragement will be a great deal for interconnecting both.
